CANCER AS A WAY TO THE SPIRITUAL

When a serious and potentially life-threatening illness such as cancer is diagnosed, we experience
crisis.  Our carefully constructed and ordered world may temporarily collapse.  Not only do we
have to deal with the physical, emotional, and mental aspects of the disease, but we may find
ourselves seriously questioning what we were taught through our religious institutions.  Through
conventional religion, we may have even believed that if we lived a good and righteous life and
obeyed God’s laws, that God would in turn be just and fair and would reward us with a long,
prosperous, and healthy life.  

Like Job of the Old Testament, we may begin to question God’s goodness or omnipotence or may
feel singled out and guilty even though we have lived according to what we believed to be God’s
will.  Our circle of friends, like Job’s, may subtly suggest that if we had been living in a holy and
righteous way, we wouldn’t be ill.  If we become ill, then God must be punishing us.  In addition
to fear and physical discomforts, a real spiritual crisis may also come, one in which we find that
our old ways of believing don’t work.  We may feel abandoned by God, unloved, and that we have
been let down by the One we were told and believed would protect us.

A crisis is ultimately a means of re-adjustment and an opportunity for growth in new and
unexplored ways.  Through difficulty and doubt, uncertainty and upheaval, old habits and beliefs
are shaken loose and shattered.  This tearing down process can be very painful but is necessary if
transformation is to occur.  We may find it to be the catalyst to exploring new ways of being with
God - and a new relationship beyond thought and belief.  We may find ourselves changing as we
become more introspective and as we ponder, perhaps for the first time, what life is really about
and what is ultimately most important.   We may find our selves becoming more spiritual.

Spirituality doesn’t attempt to answer the theological questions of “Why?” but connects us directly
and intimately with the Source of all Life.  Through this heart-centered connection we find
enhanced enjoyment of each moment, hour, and day that we are given.  We become more
committed to living in the “present moment” . . . to finding joy in the rising and setting of the
sun, moon, and stars  . . . to finding serenity through solitude, silence, and prayer  . . . to finding
comfort in the seasons unfolding leaf by leaf. . . to finding beauty through nature, music, art, and
poetry. . . and to finding love through others. We find our relationship to God isn’t dependent
on doctrine, intellectualization, and concepts of God but rather to the experience of God’s
presence in and through all of creation.  We become aware of the many blessings that we’ve been
given and less concerned with what we don’t have.  We find that we are able to “make do” with
much less outwardly as our inner lives expand.  We simplify our lives, concentrating our energies
only on what is closest to our heart.  Living in the present moment, we don’t dwell on the past
with guilt, anger, or longing or look into the future with fear or anxiety.

Promote your own physical and emotional health by eating
healthy, exercising, and getting plenty of rest.  Try relaxation
and meditation.  Keep up with your own checkups and
medical needs.

Make a list of good things you can do for yourself and include
one thing each day.  It might be things such as: seeing a movie,
listening to music, taking a nap, journaling, going shopping,
puttering in the yard, catching up on phone calls or e-mails, or
taking a drive.  Remember that you will be better able to care
for your loved one if you are taking care of yourself.

Talk.  It’s important to be able to talk about what you are
going through also in caring for your loved one and dealing
with the illness.  This may include talking to your loved one,
family, or others who are a part of your support system.  

Make a list of things that need to be done as well as people
who might be able to help.  Know your limits and be prepared
to ask for help from others when you need help or when
others ask, “What can I do?” 

Educate yourself about their cancer, treatment and side
effects.  Understand when it is important to contact the
doctor and the best way to do so.  With your loved one’s
permission, be an active participant with their health care
team.

Know your legal rights.  Many employers are required to
provide unpaid leave for family members who may need to
take time off to care for a loved one.  This is provided under
the Family Medical Leave Act.

Find support.  If not through your family and friends, then
join a support group in your community or on-line.  Other
options might include talking with a mental health
professional.

SACRED SPACE
Home, wherever that might be, is our sacred space, and there are many ways to
make that space more healing. Begin with elements that comfort and soothe all
of the senses. To see, to hear, to taste, to smell and to touch.

Space can be cooled or warmed by the use of color. Take your cue from nature.
Warm colors are reds, yellows, and oranges, because they remind of us of the
sun. Cool colors are blues, some purples, and greens. They remind of us the
sky, water and grass. Cool colors can be made warmer, and warm colors can be
made cooler by the addition of the other. You may find tints or shades of colors
to be more comforting than those that are vibrant. This is a personal choice. 

Envelop yourself with things that are important to you. Consider a variety of
textures in your surroundings. Old worn items lend a certain charm and solace.
A grandmother’s quilt can help you feel literally hugged. Add favorite objects
and memorabilia. Photographs of loved ones. To relieve stress try lavender. Oil
can be added to your bath or placed in a ring around the light bulb in your
favorite lamp. An herb pillow can relax you and help you to sleep soundly. In
your special nook, add the perfect chair, comfortable pillow, and soft lighting.
Include candles. Fountains have become quite popular and affordable. They
allow one more way to bring the outdoors inside. Various green plants and
fresh flowers add calming seasonal beauty. Try to omit the noise. Soothing
sounds will complete the picture. Soft music. Old familiar songs. Things to
wrap you in your heritage. Add them one at a time. This is your personal
retreat. Your sacred space. 

These are not healing decorating tips. Your sacred space is healing only because
you are a part of it. It may be in the corner of a room, on a porch, in your
bedroom, or even the bathroom. It is any place where you feel safe and whole.
It may be no more complicated than turning your chair toward the window,
listening to the bird’s song in the morning or hearing the crickets’ evening
serenade.

USING ORGANIC PRODUCE

With spring and summer comes an abundance of fresh produce - a great time
to increase your intake of fruits and vegetables.  Should we be choosing organic
produce?  "Organic" means foods have been grown and harvested without
chemicals of any kind - no pesticides, herbicides, antibiotics, or chemical
fertilizers.  I recommend eating at least 5 servings of produce daily of any kind
but when organic is available, I think it is a good idea to choose it.  There are
some fruits and vegetables that are particularly high in pesticide residues.
These include apples, strawberries, peaches, apricots, Chilean grapes, U.S.
cherries, Mexican cantaloupes, celery, bell peppers, spinach, green beans and
cucumbers (Environmental Working Group - www.ewg.org).  All produce is
considered safe but you may want to consider buying these foods organically
grown.  No matter which you choose, wash all produce well, peel any fruits or
vegetables that are waxed and enjoy!

Easy Roasted Vegetables
Cut into 1 - 2 inch cubes eggplant, zucchini, squash, onion, peppers, mushrooms
or any of your choice.  Toss lightly with 1 - 2 tablespoons olive oil.  Roast in high
heat oven (450 degrees) for 15 - 20 minutes or till tender.  Or skewer and grill
outside, turning frequently. Sprinkle lightly with your choice of herbs (basil or
rosemary, for example) or sea salt when done, if desired.  (You can add tomatoes
halfway through cooking as they cook quicker.)
